Opportunity to Prevent  HPV Cancers 
with Rural Communities

Å1 in 5 Americans live in rural communities, which face higher HPV cancer 
incidence and lower HPV vaccination rates.

ÅThe St. Jude HPV Cancer Prevention Program initiated strategic planning in 
January 2023 to address differences in HPV vaccination and HPV cancers 
among people living in rural communities compared to those in urban ones.

ÅRural populations are diverse, and strategies must reflect this heterogeneity.

ÅIncreasing HPV vaccination in rural areas can prevent tens of thousands of 
cancer diagnoses.

ÅProgramming aligned with the six rural HPV vaccination priority actions began in 
November 2023.

ÅActivities span all six priorities, with future iterations to include prioritization based 
on subject matter expert input.

ÅSharing and compiling rural-specific resources
